President’s Report
 Presidents ramblings:

Having just returned from the extended Gill family Easter holiday at Falls Creek, I must say that I'm feeling invigorated once again after my week of fresh air and mountain vistas.  Particularly pleasing to see is the diversity of plants that have fully recovered areas burnt in the previous decade.  Even more gratifying is to see how wetlands (see photo) and peat bogs are returning to areas such as in Pretty Valley and above the Watchbed Creek stream gauging station after the previous century of abuse from cattle grazing.  These wetlands are so important in capturing and storing snow-melt and rains, which they then release slowly into the streams that drain the alpine areas.  While the burnt snow gums will be a prominent feature of the landscape for a while yet, the re-growth from the base of them is now around half the height of the earlier canopy, not a bad growth rate for 12 years in a harsh environment.  So while it is unlikely that cattle grazing will ever be allowed back into the alpine environment, those pressuring for such still make outlandish claims such as 'grazing stops blazing' and that somehow, grazing will reduce the chance of fires in the future.  I think flourishing wetlands are more likely to reduce fire risk myself. 
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Anyway, enough of my soap box.  I noticed in the press just recently that fees have been abolished for all basic campsites in regional National Parks managed by Parks Victoria.  As of 2 April 2015, people using the more than 500 basic camping sites in 19 parks throughout Victoria will incur no fees.  Apparently, the Minister for Environment, Climate Change and Water, Lisa Neville has agreed to this change because 'the fees made camping expensive for families, affected school camps and buried Parks Victoria in red tape'.   A  basic campsite will still require a booking (at no charge) up to 30 June 2015, but from 1 July 2015, basic sites will not require a booking and will be available on a first in, first-served basis. ( A basic site is defined as unserviced, with minimal ranger patrols and pit or no-pit toilets).  Further information can be found at the Parks Vic website:   http://www.parkstay.vic.gov.au/ . 

I also was reminded recently never to underestimate the power of flowing water.  While on a recent  SAC canoe trip on the Goulburn between Yea and Trawool (thanks Rachel for running these), three boats in our party were caught out in a faster flowing section (perhaps a little complacent after our lunch break) and found out how cold the Goulburn is.  Of course, having a life jacket on is a SAC trip safety requirement, and proved how important the extra buoyancy is, given how powerless we are compared to flowing water.  I think only a hat, some sun glasses and a water bottle went missing in the drama.  On my next trip, I will certainly be reminding participants to keep well clear of snags (especially after lunch). 

Lastly, our upcoming general meeting on Tuesday 28th April should be an entertaining evening, with the recent King Island trip being featured.  Hopefully the adventurers managed to bring back a nice selection of KI cheeses to be sampled on the evening! 

Thanks also to VP Ted Mcintyre for all his recent work on essential maintenance at the shed.  Not only has Ted replaced the old skylight, he also repaired the canoe clubs (next door shed) guttering so that it shouldn't flood our shed floor next time it rains.  Thanks Ted!

Extended Walks Leadership Course

Calling for applicants
Bushwalking Victoria has worked with some of the bigger clubs to develop courses that help clubs identify and train activity leaders.

The first course covered leadership skills, planning and conducting a walk, basic navigation and risk management. Invitation to Participate in Nest Boxing

Weekends, 2015:   16-17 May

The nest box program has been in operation for over 13 years. 381 boxes are in place, with Squirrel Gliders and Sugar Gliders nesting in about two-thirds of them. An increasing number of boxes contain the Stringybark nests of the rare Brush-tailed Phascogale.  The basic problem facing all of these animals is an extreme shortage of natural tree hollows because the old trees were heavily cleared decades ago and the regrowth forests are still far too young to have hollows. Nest boxes help fill this need. 
Regular checking of the nest boxes helps us to discover preferred habitats in different seasons, the breeding success of particular colonies, barriers to wildlife movement across the landscape and determine areas in which to place additional boxes. It also enables us to monitor unwanted species (eg, starlings, feral bees or rats) that might be taking over the boxes.

The box locations have been accurately mapped on 1:25,000 contour maps, and there are careful descriptions to help people ‘home in’ on the exact location. GPS fixes: It’s critical to use the GDA 1994 mapping co-ordinates to ensure you are at the correct nest box. (UTM/UTS WGS 84 in the GPS menu.)

These completed forms must be forwarded to the SAC Secretary for filing as soon as possible after the trip – otherwise, in the case of a claim, the insurer will not acknowledge the risk.

Emergency Contact Procedures

All enquiries about the return of participants from club activities should first be directed to the activity leader, and then to the Emergency Contact Person (ECP) for the activity if the leader cannot be found.

It is the activity leader's responsibility to organise an ECP and advise him/her (in writing) of trip & participant details and what to do if contact is not made by the nominated time.
Travel Cost Reimbursement

Option 1: Preferred. Fuel Cost per car plus 5 cents per km per car to be split equally between the numbers of people in the car including the driver. If appropriate, the cost of running all vehicles should be shared equally amongst all trip participants.
Option 2: 25 cents per km per car split between all trip participants.

King Island 18 to 25 March 2015, by Richard Graves

Situated on Latitude 40 South, King Island is in the perfect location to be on the receiving end of the roaring 40’s winds.  The island approximately 70 klms long by 30 klms wide, is situated in Bass Strait some half way between Cape Otway in Victoria and North West Cape in Tasmania.  It was to this location that 15 Shepparton Adventure Club members ventured on the 18th March for 8 days of exhilaration, exploration, walking, eating and drinking (mainly coffee, but no doubt some wine) largely in that order. The Autumn Equinox time of the year was chosen as the best time to visit the island after discussions with long time island residents Graham & Margaret, who are related to our SAC members Valda & Richard. The suggestion to visit King Island was made at one of our Mid Week Walks some six months ago and MWW Coordinator, Dianne, volunteered to research and coordinate the trip. After many emails back & forth the exact dates were settled and before we knew it there were 15 names on the list of participants. Accommodation was arranged, hire cars were booked and on 18th March one group of 12 departed Tullamarine and the remaining 3 departed Moorabbin airports for Currie airport KI.

The island is infamous for its many shipping disasters over the past 160 years. The wild and rugged coast line is a walkers, photographers and bird watchers delight.  The reason to visit at this time of the year really paid off as we were exceedingly fortunate to have a very temperate climate, with rain only occurring on one occasion when we were all securely tucked away in an all weather picnic shelter beside Penny Lagoon near the north east corner, whilst a somewhat lacsidasical thunder storm of one thunder clap and one lightning bolt and 5mm rain lashed us for less than 30minutes. Over the week we visited all four corners of the island and many points in between. We usually carried our lunches and walks varied between a few hundred meters to over 6 kms. 
The main roads N–S and E-W  are bitumen and all others gravel. Hire cars are allowed on gravel roads, but not on 4WD tracks. There is a population of 1,500 residents and half a million wallabies that seem to think the roadside is home. Driving is enjoyable, but extreme care is required particularly at night. Dead wallabies abound along roadsides. We found that at night driving at 60 klms an hour is preferable to risking increasing the already littered roadside kills.

Day one saw us all settle into our accommodation and explore the Currie township, followed by dinner at the Currie Golf Club restaurant, with it’s excellent view along the coastline. 
Day two we ventured north east to Lake Martha Lavinia, Penny Lagoon and along the beach towards Lavinia Point. The head wind making walking somewhat strenuous at times. On the way back we called in to Shag Lagoon Bird Hide, although most of the birds were well off and hard to see without binoculars.
Day three we again drove northwards, but this time we diverted north west to Yellow Beach and Coopers Bluff, a walk of approx 6 km return. On this beach is the only remains of a shipping wreck that can be seen from land, the Murray River Paddle Steamer ‘Shannon’ which was beached on 9th September 1906 due to bad weather, thus saving the crew’s lives. The vessel broke up and now only the boiler remains, some 100 meters off shore. We then visited the most northerly point Cape Wickham with it’s impressive lighthouse (the highest lighthouse structure in Australia at 52 meters high) and which also now overlooks a newly developed golf course. This would surely have to be the most impressive golf course view in Australia and only accomplished golfers need play there otherwise many balls would be lost in the rugged boiling seas that form its western shoreline. The day was finished by a short walk along Disappointment Bay, with it’s two quaint fisherman’s caravan type huts.

Day four, Saturday morning saw us join local resident Ondrea & her 5 yo daughter Pearl guide us on an early morning tour of Platypus habitat at Grassy. A very strenuous descent and climb back out again through thick bush and we counted some 15 
or so sightings over one hour. A real treat. The negative side was that leeches were awaiting our passing and one of two were seen to be brushed off clothing. A fully engorged leech was found on the floor of one car on the following day. We’re not sure who the host was, but no one was owning up. We spent the rest of the day exploring Grassy Harbour with it’s Sheelite (a form of tungsten) mine (now non operational), a walk along the coast of the nearby City of Melbourne Bay, back to the harbour to walk to Sandblow Point, and dinner at the Grassy Club. We then spent a couple of hours sitting at the end of the Grassy Harbour Breakwater (in the wind and dark) awaiting the nightly arrival of hundreds of Little Fairy Penguins returning to their burrows after a day at sea fishing. We were not disappointed with dozens of these cute little birds passing by us within just a meter or two.
Day five was an informal day with no walking scheduled, but most of us took the opportunity to  visit the King Island Dairy Cheese factory, attended the cheese tasting room & quite a number of purchasers were seen to be made. We all gathered for lunch in the Boat Shed on Currie Harbour….the intriguing ‘restaurant without food'. Many of us bringing along a famous Currie Bakery crayfish pie for the occasion.
Day six we travelled south west to Seal Rocks lookout and walked the 3.9km return track along the cliff tops on the Copperhead Walk – no doubt named after the snakes of the same name found in the area. Superb views (arguably the best views of the trip). This was followed by a walk to the Calcified Forest, a moon like scene where sands had built up around dead tree stumps over the eons. Following which nine of the group walked 6 kms to Surprise Point. This required a car shuffle, where some of us met a local farmer who owned some 5,000 acres of this interesting part of the island. Monday night we enjoyed a dinner at the Boomerang Restaurant in Currie with it’s high views of the west setting sun over the ocean. Unfortunately the night was somewhat cloudy, but that was made up for with most enjoyable meals.
Day seven, Ian and Barbara were dropped off at the airport and the rest of us drove to the eastern side of the island near the small community of Naracoopa to explore the Sea Elephant estuary and Cowper Point, a walk of approx 2 hours, following which we visited the Blowhole and walked out on the Naracoopa Jetty. The day was finished with a coffee & cakes at ‘Bert’s Café’, situated on the wide front verandah of a local house and who only opens on weekends or when enough people make it worthwhile.
