The mural which was very interesting was painted by Tim Bowtell who has also painted silos at St James and numerous murals in Victoria. We then viewed the Rochester silo paintings which were painted by Jimmy D’Vate who painted the silos at Goorambat. 
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So after an interesting look at history and culture we rode back to Elmore with a tail wind. It was a very enjoyable day.

27th June – Gunbower to Torrumbarry Weir - loop bike ride.      
Many thanks to the 10 riders that came along for this uniquely different ride.

The day started off cold and frosty, but the forecast was in our favour. We assembled at the Gunbower Lions Park and set about preparing for the ride and thawing out in the sunshine.

Our ride took us down Richards Road and along the lagoon network that makes up the Gunbower Creek. Along the way, we saw a few of the remnants of the once thriving Tobacco Industry that was the centerpiece of the Gunbower region back in the 60’s and 70’s as well as the many dairy farms that are still in operation. We stopped on Creek crossing on Phyland Road and heard about the importance of the Torrumbarry Headworks National Channel and the integration into the Gunbower Creek network to the overall agricultural industry in the extended region past Gunbower. We zig zagged across the creek to continue along Mathews Road to the intersection with the main Torrumbarry Weir road. This road gave us an easy ride straight to the Weir Park and Visitors Centre. We spent time looking in the Visitors Centre and then a walk over the main weir structure and across to the main Number 26 Lock.  No river boats were coming through but there is still quite a flow of water flowing down the Murray River. Our lunch break was had in the well-kept visitors gardens and we looked at the Aboriginal canoe tree in the lawn area.

He headed off along the main River Track for a bit and heard about and had a look at one of the now prolific Weeping Pittosporum or Native Apricot as they are commonly called. From the bush track we cut back to the main road and up to Forster Road. This section and McPhail Road were classic dirt roads and fortunately they were dry and quite smooth compared to what they can be. Dormoyle Road took us past many dairy farms and the Gunbower Racecourse and to the Fox Island Road Bridge.  A diversion down Lovers Lane and past the Gunbower Recreation Reserve and back to the Lions Park completed a most enjoyable ride.
